LIBERTY NOW RANKED IN BOTH NATIONAL POLLS

The Liberty Flames are ranked No. 24 in the FCS Coaches Poll, and have cracked The Sports Network
Top 25 for the first time this season at No. 25 this week. The Flames have been a nationally-ranked
program in 16 of the last 17 weeks, dating back to Sept. 8, 2008. It also marks the sixth-straight season
that the Big South has had a nationally-ranked program.

HOME SWEET HOME

The Big South’s football playing members are 5-1 in their home openers this season, with Charleston
Southern finally playing on its home turf this coming weekend. The Buccaneers are 10-8 all-time in
home openers, including three consecutive victories. CSU carries a five-game home win streak into
Saturday’s affair with North Greenville — the longest active streak in the Big South and tied for the
fourth-longest home winning streak in Big South history. Meanwhile, Liberty’s current home winning
streak is four games, and VMI has won two-straight at home.

FLAMES TO PUT FOUR-GAME WIN STREAK ON LINE VS. DUKES

James Madison will be the highest-ranked opponent Liberty has faced since 2002, when the Flames
hosted No. 4 Appalachian State at Williams Stadium on Sept. 21, 2002. The Flames carry a four-game
home win streak into Saturday’s game with the Dukes, and in that span, Liberty has outscored its op-
ponents 133-23, allowing no more than 10 points in two of those contests. Liberty is 17-3 ( =.850) at
home under head coach DANNY ROCCO.

SUMMER WIND

Liberty R-sophomore WR CHRIS SUMMERS tied the Big South single-game record with 14 receptions
Saturday at Lafayette. He totaled 138 receiving yards and scored his first career touchown in the
win over the Leopards. Summers tied GardnerWebb’s DUVAUGHN FLAGLER, who caught 14 passes
against Wofford on Nov. 19, 2005. Summers’ total was second-most in a game in Liberty history.

NORM!!
Coastal Carolina sophomore DB JOSH NORMAN intercepted two passes at Towson on Saturday, the
first Chanticleer with two picks in a game since his brother MARRIO had three against Presbyterian on
Oct. 20, 2007. Josh is now the sixth different Chanticleer with two interceptions in a game in school
history.

SACK LUNCH

Gardner-Webb has recorded 10 quarterback sacks in three games and is on pace for 36 this season,
which would break the Big South single-season record of 31, set by Charleston Southern in 2002. GWU
freshman MATTHEW GOODS leads the Big South with 3.5 sacks, and is looking to become the first
Bulldog to lead the League in sacks since BRIAN JOHNSTON in 2006.

ECLIPSE

For the first time in 20 weeks, the Big South did not have a 100-yard rusher on Saturday. The last
time the Conference membership failed to produce a 100-yard rushing day was Oct. 13, 2007 -- when
the League officially had five teams. The 20 consecutive weeks with a 100-yard rusher is a Big South
record.

BIG BROWN

Liberty QB/WR MIKE BROWN amassed 330 total yards of offense on Saturday at Lafayette, just the
third Liberty player with more than 300 offensive yards since the Big South began football in 2002.
BROCK FARREL (2005) and BROCK SMITH (2005, 2008) were the others. Brown’s 330 yards of offense
were the most by a Liberty player since BROCK SMITH had 334 vs. Lafayette last season on Oct. 18.

VMI’'s TIM MAYPRAY became the fifth player in Big South history with 30 career touchdowns when he
scored on a 13-yard touchdown pass this past Saturday at James Madison. He needs two to tie Gardner-
Webb’s DUVAUGHN FLAGLER for fourth-place in League history. The Conference record is 47 career
touchdowns, set by Coastal Carolina’s AUNDRES PERKINS from 2003-06. Maypray is the only player
with at least 10 rushing (17) and 10 receiving (11) touchdowns. Meanwhile, Maypray needs 20 points to
become the seventh player in League history with 200 career points scored.

BRAVO BREVI

Stony Brook’s MATT BREVI returned three kickoffs for 140 yards Saturday against Brown, tied for the
13th-most in a single-game in League history, while his return average of 46.7 is eighth-highest in a
contest. Brevi had returns of 51, 36 and 53, becoming the second Big South player with two 50-yard
kickoff returns in one game. Liberty’s DOMINIC BOLDEN was the first when he had kickoff returns of
83 yards and 78 yards vs. VMl on Nov. 10, 2007.

ALL-PURPOSE MEN

VMI senior QB TIM MAYPRAY - the only player in Big South football history with 1,000 rushing, receiv-
ing and kickoff return yards in a career, needs just 43 yards to break the Big South’s career record for
allpurpose yards. His 4,579 career yards rank second all-time in League history to SEAN MIZZER (VMI,
2003-06), who owns the record of 4,621. Maypray is second in FCS among active players in all-purpose
yards per play with an average of 9.85. Meanwhile, Charleston Southern WR GERALD STEVENSON is
56 yards shy of becoming the eighth player in Big South history with 3,000 career all-purpose yards.

POINT OF ORDER

VMI has scored a point in its last 51 games - the longest run in the history of the program. Liberty’s
current streak stands at 42 games, while Presbyterian has not been shutout in its last 33 games. Gard-
ner\Webb has not been blanked in 14 consecutive contests, followed by Stony Brook (8) and Coastal
Carolina (2).

2,000-YARD RUSHERS

VMI senior HOWARD ABEGESAH moved ahead of teammate TIM MAYPRAY in career rushing yards
over the weekend, and currently holds the seventh spot on the Big South’s all-time rushing list with
2,081. Maypray dropped to eighth and stands at 2,046. Abegesah is 134 yards away from unseating

KICK STARTER

Charleston Southern junior WR GERALD STEVENSON broke the Big South career record for most
combined kickoff and punt return yards in Week 2 at Wofford. Already the League’s career record
holder for kickoff return yards with 1,729, Stevenson now has 1,837 combined yards returning kickoffs
and punts (108 yards) in his career. The previous record for combined kickoff and punt return yards
was 1,717, set by Liberty’s DOMINIC BOLDEN from 2005-08. Meanwhile, Stevenson has 86 combined
returns (75 kickoffs, 11 punts), and is nine away from breaking ADRIAN HALL’s Big South record of 94.

GOLDEN GATES BRIDGE

Gardner-Webb sophomore K RYAN GATES became the eighth kicker in Big South history with 100
career points when he reached the milestone in Week 2 at Western Carolina. Gates increased his
career total to 102 with two PATs at North Carolina State on Saturday and moved past Liberty’s NOAH
GREENBAUM (101 points) for seventh-place on the League’s all-time kick scoring list. Gates, who tied
the Big South single-game record for kick scoring with 16 points in the season opener vs. Mars Hill, is
already sixth in League annals with 21 career field goals, and owns four career 10-point kicking games,
tied for third-most in Big South history.

ROADIES

Gardner-Webb is 1-1 during its current four-game road stretch. The Runnin’ Bulldogs are just the
second Big South team in League history to play four consecutive road games in one season. For-
mer member Elon was the first to do so in the Big South’s first football season in 2002, going 0-4.
Meanwhile, Charleston Southern opened the campaign with three-straight road games for the second
consecutive year -- the first Big South team with this distinction. Liberty is the only other member to
open a season with three-straight road games (2003).

Charleston Southern, Coastal, GWU, LU, SBU and
Presbyterian received votes in The Sports Network’s preseason poll.

CROWD PLEASERS

Liberty drew the largest home crowd in program and Big South Conference history in Week 2, as 16,112
fans witnessed the Flames’ 35-10 victory over North Carolina Central. The crowd bested the previ-
ous attendance record of 15,631 for Liberty-William & Mary on Oct. 14, 2006. The 16,112 fans was
the eighth-highest attendance total in FCS that weekend, and marked the 22nd time that Liberty has
surpassed 10,000 fans since Oct. 4, 2003, a span of 36 home games.

BLAZING THE TRAIL

Liberty carries its Big South-record 11-game Conference win streak into the 2009 season. During the
current run, the Flames have scored at least 30 points in each game and is averaging 40.8 points, while
holding their League brethren to 17.6 points. In that span, Liberty has won six consecutive home Big
South games, a streak that began Nov. 11, 2006, and five on the road.

MEET THE CANDIDATE

Gardner-Webb LB JEFFERY WILLIAMS is one of 20 candidates on the preseason Buck Buchanan Award
list, marking the third consecutive season and fourth overall a Big South student-athlete has been
named an official candidate for the national Defensive Player of the Year award in FCS.

BIG SOUTH GETS BIGGER IN 2009

The Big South football membership is at seven members in 2009, including six Division | programs for
the second-straight year. Presbyterian College, which is in the final two years of its transition to Divi-
sion |, is now considered an official Conference opponent in the Big South this year, and the Blue Hose
will count in the standings. The addition gives the Big South a six-game Conference schedule for the
first time in League history. However, PC will not be eligible for the Big South football championship
until it becomes a full-fledged member of NCAA Division | in 2011.

THE COUNTDOWN BEGINS TO THE BIG SOUTH’S AUTOMATIC BID IN 2010

The Big South Conference is just one year away from receiving an automatic bid to the FCS Playoffs.
As part of the NCAA’s expansion of the FCS Playoffs to 20 teams beginning in 2010, the Big South was
granted an automatic bid to the playoffs that same year. The Big South’s six Division | playing members
are eligible to receive an at-large playoff berth in 2009.

FB-YES

The Big South is playing a League-record eight games against FBS opponents in 2009. The previous
high was five, just last year. Charleston Southern, Coastal Carolina and Gardner-Webb each are playing
two FBS foes this season.
